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Psalms 8:3-6 NKJV “When | consider Your heavens, the work of Your fingers,
the moon and the stars, which You have ordained, what is man that You are

mindful of him, and the son of man that You visit him? For You have made hima

little lower than the angel, and You have crowned him with glory and honor. You

have made him to have dominion over the works of Your hands; You have put all

things under his feet.”

Your life is on purpose, you have to have that down in the very consciousness
of your being.

Light travels at the rate of 8,600 miles per minute, the sun is 93,000,000 miles
from the earth.
